While researching an upcoming History page and the beginnings of sailing regattas in Sydney when this city was a mere town, colony and
an outpost of the British Empire, we came across the below article and above accompanying engraving print. The sight of these aligned
vessels makes us wonder if this is how the Infernational Fleet Review, to celebrate the centennial of our own Royal Australian Mavy, will
look. There are many ways you may paricpate in this, apart from being a spectator. The Australian Maritime Musueum's HMB Endeavour,
a replica of the original Captain Cook vessel, is offering places (see Events page for details) and there are bound to be Manly Ferries you
can get a place on during the review as well as other activities, displays and vessels that will be made available to visit and view. We're
already excited and looking forward to this one and shall find some interesting background histories during the coming months to share
with you. There may be 128 years between these two events but it will be the same harbour and the same seasonal winds for all sailors!

On another note, this year's Avalon Tattoo, which in the rota of Army, Air Farce and Navy, will see a celebration of all things nautical on the
green at Avalon on Saturday 15th of June, 2013 and we will be focusing on the Nawy in Pittwater to whet your appetite in May 2013's
History pages. There's some pretty interesting people and events that have occurred here from settlers days up until quite recently.

At any rate, for all you who would rather be on the water, a small insight into our past and details of the International Fleet Review follow:

Opening of the Yachting Season.

THE opening of the yachting season was formally inaugurated by a great and exceedingly interesting demonstration on Saturday, 3rd
October. There was a large muster of yachts and sailing boats, and the scene presented was at times very striking, and one of the most
beautiful ever withessed on the waters of Port Jackson. The day was somewhat dull, with a cloudy sky, a circumstance that, perhaps, made
the aquatic pageant less bright and brilliant than it might have appeared in the full brightness of the early summer sun. But, apart from this
consideration, the condition of the weather was much pleasanter, both for those engaged on the water and for the onlookers from the
shore. The fine engraving which we give in this issue graphically illustrates a phase of the interesting scene. The following
remarks in reference to the event are extracted from the columns of our leading morning contemporary of the Sth October :

" The yachtsmen and boat-sailers of Sydney Harbour are to be congratulated on having at length arrived at a general-agreement in regard
to the formal opening of the aquatic season, as indicated in the combined demonstration which fook place on Saturday last to celebrate
the beginning of the season 1885-86 Hitherto it has been the custom for each of the varous clubs to hold an opening demonstration of its
own.' This custom may be regarded as anomalous, except in so far that as it has a bearing upon the commencement of the programme
which each club may have arranged for the season. In so far as the evolutions and banguet which visually mark the opening day are
intended as a welcome offering to the favourable breezes and sparkling waters of the summer, anything which will tend to make that
celebration more imposing and attractive should follow as a mafter of course. There is general unanimity as to the time , when we may
once more go afloat in flannel and jersey, and where the pleasures of sailing form such a prominent branch of amusement it is only natural
and appropriate that the whole community of sailors should join in a demonstrative expression of their satisfaction. at resuming their
beloved sport ; in fact it may be wondered at that a combined demonstration on such occasion had not become the rule long ago.. But,
now that it has been established, we may expect to see the yachting season ushered in each year with a carnival worthy of the character of
the sport and of the position of the boat-sailing community in Sydney. And as the undertaking becomes more popular, provided that novel
features are infroduced, it may take some more aftractive form than the procession and evolution of a combined squadron, until it takes
rank as an aquatic event second only to the national regatta itself.

The demaonstration on last Saturday was decidedly a success, in the face of a few circumstances which acted against it. Such, for instance,
was the fact that many boats have not yet been put in commission far the season, so the muster was not so large, either of yachts or sailing
boats, as on the last occasion when the boats held a combined fete. The weather was also, to some extent, against the affair from a
popular point of view, as the grey sky looked threatening, and the southerly wind blew rather cold. This did not, however, prevent the
attendance of a considerable number of ladies on board many of the boats taking part in the procession, and for sailing purposes the
breeze was very suitable. The weather and some counter attractions, may also have reduced the number of onlookers, who were conveyed
'by the steamer Admired, but the boat, as it was, had a fairly full compliment. Several other steam launches followed the evolutions. The
boats, to the number of about 50 assembled off Fort Denison at about half-past two, and the water from Farm Cove to Kirribilli was dotted
with all kinds of sail. Shortly after this, on the arrival of Commaodare Fairfax, the boats formed squadron in obedience to the signal from the
Magic, and spread themselves out in a pretty line following the commodore along under the pressure of a stiff breeze till the squadron
reached the Sow and Pigs. Here the head of the line waited for a few minutes to allow the other boats to close up, and then went over to
VWatson's Bay, where the Magic turned again up the harbour, flying the signal to form two lines astern of the divisional leaders.

The formation was well carried out, and presented an aftractive spectacle. It was preserved during the passage up the harbourto H. M.S.
Melson, where the squadron again formed lines astern of the commodore, and rounded the man-of-war. On again reaching Watson's Bay,
the commodore went about, and signaled the squadron to form line abreast to starboard. This brought the boats well up together, but the
line could not be well dressed, owing to the difficulties of the breeze. The squadron again went under the stern of the Nelson, exchanged
salutes as they passed, and then as in any of the boats as could remain in the water went aver towards the rendesvouz at Double Bay,
where they received the signals to salute and part company. The clubs represented were the Royal Sydney Yacht Squadron, in
which were merged the yachts of the Prince Alfred Yacht Club, the Sydney Amateur Sailing Club, and the Double Bay 3ailing
Club. The leaders were Magic, commodore's boat ; Waitangi, starboard divisional leader ; Peri, port divisional leader. A well-got-up
programme of the proceedings, printed by Mr. E. Smith, was published for general information.” Opening of the Yachting Season. (1885,

From 3—11 October 2013 the International Fleet Review will offer a spectacular program of naval events to celebrate the centenary of the
Roval Australian Navy’s fleet arrival in Sydney Harbour on 4 October 1913. On this day, the flagship HMAS Australia led the new Australian
Fleet of seven cruisers and destroyers (HMA Ships Melbourne, Sydney, Encounter, Warrego, Parramatta and Yarra) into ‘Sydney Harbour
for the first time.

The program will include: a tall ships parade; warships arrival, ceremonial fleet review; naval gun salutes; fixed wing and helicopter flypasts;
aerial acrobatic displays; Sydney Harbour firewarks and light show; ships open to visitars; combined naval march through the streets of
Sydney; military band concerts; Freedom of Entry parade in Parramatta; religious and memorial services; and sporting competitions.

Vice Admiral Griggs said the International Fleet Review would be the nation’s most significant commemaorative naval event in the past 100
vears. The Royal Australian Navy will be represented by at least 17 ships and submarines from across the Nawy.

A significant naval aviation component is also planned with more than a dozen current and former naval aircraft types represented,
including the Australian Fleet Air Arm’s current Sea Hawk, Squirrel, Bell 429 and MRH90 helicopters alongside historic aircraft from MNawvy
Historic Flight. Tall ships from around the world will embark on an exciting journey to Australia to help celebrate the centenary of the Royal
Australian Nawy’s fleet entry into Sydney Harbour. Australian and foreign tall ships will visit Fremantle, Melbourne and Hobart prior to
gathering in Sydney on 3 October 2013 then take part in a special regatta race to Auckland, New Zealand.

Many of the Australian and international warships will participate in Exercise TRITON CENTEMARY off the east coast of Australia and visit
other Australian ports before and following the International Fleet Review.

My role at the school was related to computers and because of that, even though | was technically a 3-day a week casual on the staff, was
made “Science and Technology Co-ordinator”. We became involved in the early 90s with a very crude form of email technology called
Keylink and through that our students communicated with schools far away about topics such as migratory birds.

Then came the Internet! Late in 1995, | needed to know whether there was any point in a primary school becoming involved in Internet so |
went searching (it took 15 minutes for each page to download in those days so my ironing basket was kept empty whilst | waited) — there

was nothing much out there at that time so | began canvassing teachers from around the world and "Hey Prestol” gathered up 80 teachers
from various countries who were prepared to co-operate in a joint project studying our local rivers and lakes.

Hivers and Lakes

Here comes a confession. Af that time, | thought Narrabeen Lagoon was a lake so our students contributed information about "Narrabeen
Lake”. [ have been doing penance for that since 2005 by promoting the use of the correct name — Narrabeen Lagoon!

Oh dear! We began in January 1996 to see how much information could be gathered by collaborative effort around the planet but by the
middle of January were overwhelmed by the quantity and quality and — how could we share this? And how could 450 children in the school
become involved when only one computer could access the internet? My son-in-law, Chris, downloaded a tutorial on writing HTML which |
needed to learn almost overnight — writing web pages in HTML in a word-processor because at that time there were no such things as web
page editors.

By the beginning of the school year in February 1996 our website was operational and all the wonderful information coming in was on
display so our own students were inspired to research Hawkesbury River and Marrabeen "Lake”. A German collaborator advised me to |
enter the website to an international competition being run from California. This was a huge challenge with the narrow information pipe |
between here and the USA. It took us 36hours of continual effort to get a relatively small website transmitted to the server — the Californian
server Kept timing out on us because of the slow transmission speeds then available across the Pacific. These days the same process
would take less than 15minutes! My son-in-law, Chris, helped me. He and my daughter lived downstairs at our place and had just produced
twins. Jenny stored extra breast milk during the day, so Chris and | could feed the twins during the night - there we were feeding one twin
each at 3am in the morning whilst clicking away on the computer trying to get all these files through to California. However, it worked! Our
school won 2nd prize in the Environmental Category beaten only by a technology high schoaol in the USA.

From 1996 to 1999 our school organised or participated in a range of internet collaborative projects but one of them "Endangered Animals
of the World™ hitp/iwww tenan.vuurwerk.nlreports/elanora/ewild .himl influenced my subsequent life. Just as we were completing that one,
Mational Parks Association (MPA) put out a plea for members in this area to become involved in protest about threats to the habitat of
endangered penguins on Morth Head and | felt honour bound to put my effort “where my mouth is™ and to "Think globally but act locally”.

By the end of 1999 | felt | could not do justice to both environmental activism and the demands of teaching, co-ordinating whole-school
Science days, arganising internet projects and being computer co-ordinatar at the school so | retired. NPA had asked me to organise
educational events in the Sydney region and in the process of organising a "Celebration of Biodiversity” event in Beacon Hill, | was told of a
piece of land in which NPA had an interest. | investigated — it is in the Wheeler Creek Valley and needed far more bush regeneration than
could ever be afforded by NPA s0 | have been involved since 1999 in a voluntary capacity managing that land with the help of others.

It was obvious in 2001, after we in NPA had conducted, with 50 or more volunteers, a biodiversity survey in the Wheeler Creek Valley, that
all those wonderful creatures and plants were dependent for their survival upon the bushland linkages through the Marrabeen Lagoon
catchment to Garigal Mational Park and there began the campaign to seek the protection of those connections. When Dick Persson was
appointed as Administrator to Warringah Council we went to see him and he could immediately understand what we were saying. He
suggested having a full-scale Seminar and inviting the Minister for the Environment. This took place in 2005. The morning was devoted to
discussions of the catchment of Narrabeen Lagoon and the afternoon for sessions on the Lagoon itself (e.g. dredging, flood mitigation,
etc)

Several attendees at that seminar gathered together and suggested we form a dedicated group to lobby for protection of the catchment
and there was born "Friends of Narrabeen Lagoon Catchment” — initially a sub-committee of NFPA but subsequently an incorporated
association. The mission is to achieve permanent protection for the remaining bushland in the catchment of Narrabeen Lagoon.

Minister Debus announced at that forum that most of the Crown Land in the catchment would be protected for ever as natural bushland.
That land has subsequently been gazetted as Oxford Falls Regional Crown Reserve but FoNLC is lobbying to have the crown land, and
other state-owned lands together with the Lagoon itself incorporated into Narrabeen State Park with the primary objective of protecting the
natural environment.

Following this, | worked with bath Pittwater and Warringah Councils to apply for {(and gain) a $1.9million Urban Sustainability grant for three
years of bush regeneration and environmental education within the Narrabeen Lagoon Catchment.

Wheeler Creek Valley is my favourite place in the catchment of Marrabeen Lagoon — together with the resident endangered powerful owls
and other creatures — | can work quietly there {unless the Monday motor cyclist is roaring through the bush in Red Hill) listening to the birds
and restoring my soul. | have learned a little of the Abariginal significance of this valley and am conscious of how many thousands of years
of living, loving and learning have taken place there. If you walk from Wheeler Creek Valley around towards the Academy of Sportitis
possible to gain uninterrupted views of bushland where you can easily envisage a time when Abariginal people danced on those rock
platforms.

You can sit on a rock up there and listen to bush creatures going about their day to day living and, although knowing there is much work to
be done to permanently protect this area, you can for a while just 'live and let live™.

Born at Glasgow, Scotland, the son of Francis Anderson, manufacturer, and his wife Elizabeth Anna
Lockart, née Ellison, Francis Anderson junior was educated at Old Wynd and Oatlands public
schools. By 14 he had become a pupil-teacher. In 1676 he matriculated at the University of Glasgow
(M.A, 1883), where he had a distinguished career, winning the prize for the outstanding graduate of
his year, and was awarded the Clark philosophical fellowship which entailed assisting Professaor
Edward Caird for two years. He taught English literature during the absence of this professor and
studied in the theological faculty with the intention of entering the ministry. In 1886 he migrated to
Melbourne on the Orient, arriving May 1886 at 27 years of age Rev. Francis Anderson to be an
assistant to Rev. C. Strong in his Australian Church, which had been founded the year before by more
liberal ex-members of the traditional Scots Church.

A Distinguished Scholar. FRANCIS ANDERSON, M.A.

The Senate of the Sydney University, having decided to establish a lectureship
in logic and mental philosophy, has been forfunate in the selection of Mr
Francis Anderson, MA., of Glasgow (Scotland), as the first occupant of that chair.
Mr. Anderson was born in Glasgow on September 3, 1858, and, consequently, is
quite a young man. He is descended from Scottish and English families who
seftled in the west of Ireland in the reign of James |. He was chiefly educated in the
famous University of Glasgow, where he was successively student, graduate,
fellow, and assistant professor (of English literature). During his university career
he secured numerous prizes and honors ; the most notewarthy being one of the
"Clark philosophical fellowships,” which are the highest prizes, short of a
professorship, which the University of Glasgow offers. Mr. Anderson took his M.A.
degree in 1883 with first-class honors in logic and mental philosophy. During the
latter part of his course he attended the theological classes in his University,
qualifying as a graduate of the Church of Scotland; but he never applied for any
ministerial charge. In 1886 he came to Melbourne to assist his friend Dr. Strong
under a two years' engagement, but resigned six months ago in order to return to
the work of University teaching. He organised and conducted in Collingwood a
waorkingmen's class for the study of social and economic subjects.’ The lectureship
in Mental Philosophy, instituted in the Sydney University, represented what he
regarded as his true mission in life, and the work for which he had been specially
trained. The University authorities in this city have been forfunate enough to secure his services. It is a pleasant thought for Scotsmen that
the teachers of mental philosophy in the two' leading universities of Australia are both Scottish; But, then Scotsmen have always been
distinguished in this branch of learning.

Mr Anderson also undertook teaching the evening classes in English at the University. He was popular with his students, adopting a similar
kindness and exhortation to ‘think for themselves' in all his classes, to use thier minds to bring out the best in themselves, a way of thinking
that parallels the fundamentals of spinituality and a progressive religion. In his lecture-room 'questions were asked and discussion
encouraged’ Whatever subject he lectured on, 'his expasition was always delightful; his early training in the classics, his beautiful voice, his
dramatic sense, all joined to produce a profound effect upon his classes’ Former student and Rhodes scholar GV Porfus once wrote
'Hating dogma himself', and, 'he would not be dogmatic to others. Fighting bureaucracy outside, he encouraged criticism from his students
within'. His ideals, although staunchly based in Christian ideals and morals, suited the University and the rising psyche of Australia itself.
Already highly esteemed, he was named a Professor through the 1889 Challis bequest, endowed by John Henry Challis {(1806-

1880), valued at about £200 000, to Sydney University and became the first Challis professor of logic and mental philosophy.

Reforms to education became one of this gentleman's life long missions. Education in Sydney prior to Francis Anderson was based on
teaching a child by rote. The idea of a New Education, which would focus on developing a person's creative skills, based on a perception
peaple learn more from engaging with material and working as teams, began to be shipped across the aceans from England. It was
Francis Anderson who threw out the first challenge to the established order though. In his June 1901 Address to the Teacher's Association
meeting expressed opposition to a system of teaching that adhered solely to systems and mechanisms or 'Neither the human spirit nor
true learning was served by hundreds of children learning their geography like parrots' (1).

Professor Anderson published a pamphelt On Teaching To Think in 1903 to further spread this idea and ideal and wrote regular letters to
the newspapers of the day;

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Allthis incessant work, passionate though he was, needed moments of respite. Soaon after being appointed a Professor, Francis

His growing success, warm nature and open expression of fairness regardless of gender brought him into contact with like minded
individuals. One of these was Maybanke Wolstenholme (nee Selfe), a woman who had been abadoned by her husband and opend a
school for girls in 1882. They would have met at the university where Maybanke was an office-holder for the Sydney University Women's
Society. In March 1899 they were married with Prebytarian rites at Balmain, beginning almost three decades of happiness for both.

Of their home at Pittwater, from the lady herself:

This home, a substantial stone residence, was also a place used by her children from her first marriage:

The church was beautifully decorated with flowers
and greenery, all up the aisle, arches of flowers were arranged from each pew, the ends of which were arranged with bunches of whitef
lowers. The bride, who was given away by her brother-in-law, Dr. Brooke Moore, waore a white French muslin gown, tnmmed with
Valenciennes lace and embroidered muslin, white hat, trimmed with lace tulle and roses. Miss Moira Moore acted as bridesmaid. She
wasprettily dressed in white muslin, with a pale blue sash, and a white chip hat, with pale blue rosettes, and carried a bouquet, which,
with her gold bangle, were presents of the bridegroom.

After the ceremony a reception was held by Dr. and Mrs. Brook Moore, and later Mr. and Mrs. Kay Wolstenholme left for Bayview,
Pittwater, the bride wearing a blue and white check silk, hat to match, with roses.

This property was offered for sale in March, 1921 (see lithograph below), the same year he retired and was made emeritus professor.
Maybanke died while they were on an overseas trip in 1927 and he remarried on his return. Josephine Wight was his new partner in life
works.

Professor Anderson had a fervant passion for peace and became the New South Wales President of the league of Nations. Early in the
1930's the ominous rumblings in Europe spurred him to new work:

THE WAY TO WORLD PEACE. PROFESSOR FRAMNCIS AMDERSON ON BROTHERHOOD. "The world wants peacemakers, not more
pacifists,”" remarked Emeritus Professor Francis Anderson, address in the education section of the Science Congress in Sydney on the
teaching of international, civics in schools. Through "general lessons” the salient facts of the interdependence of nations and the inter-
connection of all spheres of social life might be brought home to the understanding and imagination of scholars, so that they gradually
became acquainted with the moral- and spiritual forces-which guided mankind. They might, thus furnished, leave school with an
unconscious but rational optimism, a faith in the strength of the human will and the value of human brotherhood. Such education could be
given right through the school in all stages, provided the teacher remembered that in each stage the child apprehended and
comprehended after the fashion of a child. The direct lesson must be supplemented by indirect teaching, through the media of other school
subjects such as literature, history and geography. What was wanted was the liberalising- the vitalising of the energies of the pupil, leading
him to achieve his own education accord=ng to his 'gifts and capacities. The essential task, Professor Anderson said, was to transfer the
Ideals that guided and inspired the relations of the citizen to his fellow citizens to the relations-between one country and another. Greater
tolerance would come from closer intercourse wind fuller knowledge. An exclusive and selfish nationalism carried its own punishment in
economic disaster and spintual degeneration. Through his general school' studies the pupil might be-brought to see that the world was-
becoming more of a unified whole, moral as well as material, and as such could not continue to live under the control of a number of
contradictory and hostile consciences. An international conscience had always in some fashion existed, but now for the first time there was
an organ for the expression of that conscience in -the League of Nations. - War as a means of deciding disputes between nations might in
time be regarded as "palitically unnecessary, economically unprofitable, and morally abharrent. “There was a better way, and it was hoped
that the world, through the League of Mations, had entered —on that better way.

Although he worked hard to prevent the new war coming when it had he then worked to look after those who were suffering as a result of
this conflict and was known for making generous donations to any cause he justly supported:

POLISH RELIEF FUND. Sir Francis Anderson's Appeal. Sir Francis Anderson, chairman of the Polish War Victims Relief Fund, said
yvesterday that the tragic plight of Poland called for great sacrifices by the Australian people in commaon with the people of Britain and
France. "Poland had had the courage to stand up not only against Russia, but also against the tremendous military might of Germany,” he
said "We must not forget for a moment that Poland is our ally to-day, and that Poland alone has suffered the horrors of Invasion and actual
occupation. The very least we in Australia can do is to subscribe liberally to the fund for the relief of more than 200,000 Poles who
managed to escape from their homeland, but who are now utterly destitute " Subscriptions to the Polish relief fund maybe sent to the
Appeal offices, 76 Pitt Street, Sydney.

In the 1936 King's Birthday Honours he was knighted for "educational and social welfare services”. He was one of the founders of the
Australasian Association of Psychology and Philosophy and that year published for it a monograph, Liberty, Equality and Fraternity, As
first editor of its Journal in 1923-26, he was liked for his 'Notes from the editor's chair’, as well as the material he accepted from local and
overseas authors, revealed the breadth of his interests. (2)

The pace of all his duties would have worn a man half his age out. In June 1941 he died at his home, by then at Woollahra, close to all the
city action, and was creanted with Anglican rites:
