The 20th HARKEN International Youth Match Racing Championships

James Spithill, one of the Royal Prince Alfred Yacht Club’s favourite sons and defending America’s Cup winning skipper returned to
Australia especially to be the ambassador for the 20th annual HARKEN International Youth Match Racing Championships, hosted by the
RPAYC from Tuesday 20 November until Sunday 25 November. A dual winner of this prestigious event, Spithill was guest speaker at the
opening ceremony on Wednesday to welcome the competitors and gave an inspiring talk about his history with the Harken and the
doorways it opened for him. He also mentored a couple of training clinics for the teams on the club’s fleet of Force 24s.

"The HARKEN" as it is known in youth sailing circles worldwide stands out as one of the premier events for youth on the international match
racing calendar and has during its 20 year history served as a launch pad for a number of local yachting stars including dual winning
skippers James Spithill, Michael Dunstan, Seve Jarvin and mare recently Torvar Mirsky.

This year ten teams from Australia and New Zealand have competed for the coveted Rockin” Robin Perpetual Trophy™ with four teams from
Mew Zealand and six from Australia. Defending champion Dave Hazard from the Royal New Zealand Yacht Squadron returned to defend
his title and said earlier this week he is looking forward to the challenge after his inaugural regatta win inthe 2011 Harken. "This Is a great
event and | had such a good time last year so | am looking forward to racing on Pittwater again to hopefully defend the title. No doubt there
will be some challenging conditions and tough match racing over the next few days.”

Other teams are from the haost club The Rayal Prince Alfred Yacht Club, Royal Sydney Yacht Squadron, Royal Freshwater Bay Yacht Club,
Raovyal Port Nicholson Yacht Club and Gosford Sailing Club. This year there are three female skippers in Stephanie Doyle and Milly Bennett
both from the RPAYC and the third with an all female crew from Royal New Zealand skippered by Claudia Pierce.

The 2012 Harken International event is certified Grade 3 for ISAF match race rankings. After a team weigh-in, training and opening
ceremony an Wednesday, match racing commenced on Pittwater on Thursday and will conclude with the finals today, Sunday 25
Movember. The course is the standard match racing windward/leeward set up and racing will take place in the big pond just north of
Scotland Island. The regatta is being sailed in the RPAYC's fleet of Force 24’ yachts which are purpose built for match racing. Each team
can have up to five crew with a maximum crew weight limit of 350Kg, all of who must be under 21 years of age.

Each team has been sailing two complete round robins with every team racing each other twice. The top four teams then battle it out in a
series of semi finals and finals with the final being the best of five final to decide the winner.

Race Officer for the event is Ted Anderson whose experience goes back to the Olympic match racing in 2000 and Chief Umpire is Phil
Mostyn who leads a formidable cast of umpires with national and international experience. Teams have been billeted with RPAYC Club
members, a custom that has forged many longstanding friendships in past years. The organisation of an event of this calibre would not be
possible without the aid of a dedicated team of volunteers and RPAYC members.

One of the premier events for youth on the match racing circuit, the 2012 HARKEN International Youth Match Racing Championship marks
the 15th consecutive year with HARKEN Australia as naming rights sponsor and is one of the longest standing regafta partnerships in the

world. Their ongoing commitment to the development of youth match racing is a credit to the Northern Beaches leading manufacturer and

marketer of quality sailboat hardware and accessories.

Defending Harken international youth match racing champion Dave Hazard and Chris Steele both representing the Royal New Zealand
Yacht Squadron will battle it out in an all Kiwi final today after convincing wins in their semi finals in the 20th Harken International Youth
Match racing championships on Pittwater yesterday. Their wins guarantee the coveted Rockin® Robin Trophy will go back to New Zealand
for the fourth consecutive year.

Hazard defeated Claudia Pierce, also from the RNZYS 2-0 in their semi final, winning both matches comfortably. The only incident in their
semi was that both misjudged the start to be called OCS by RO Ted Anderson in their second race. Hazard showed why he is the highest
ranked match racer in the competition and the defending champion after some smart racing today and should go into tomorrow’s final a
slight favourite. Pierce, an other hand, with her all female crew and in her first regatta has had a good week sailing with her crew warking
well and gaining some invaluable experience. She had no expectations coming into the regatta she can ensure the Kiwis from the one
Auckland club fill the podium if she wins tomorrow’s petit final.

In the ather semi final, it was a win to Chris Steele, the second highest ranked competitor with a 2-0 victory over WA's Sam Gilmour,
representing the Royal Freshwater Bay Yacht Club. The first match was fairly tight with Steele leading all the way to win by a couple of boat
lengths. In the second, whilst neither gained the ascendency in the pre start, it was Gilmour who was first over the start line to lead on the
first beat to the top mark, but Steele soon took the lead to win comfortably in the end.

Gilmour will meet Pierce in today’s three match petit final whilst the final between Hazard and Steele will be the best of five with racing
scheduled to commence at 1100hrs. Conditions are forecast to be 8-13 knot North Easterly for the final day of competition.

Coach of the three RNZYS teams Guy Pilkington said, "The aim this week was to get two teams into the semis so to get three has
exceeded all expectations. All three teams have done a great job this week and it's nice to know the trophy’s going back to NZ. Both Dave
and Chris are sailing really well, so it's going to make far a fantastic final tomorrow whilst Claudia, in her first regatta, and with no
expectations on her has had gained some great match racing experience.”

Also sailed on Saturday were the consolation fifth to tenth placings round robin with competitors carrying their points from the first round
robin into stage two as the six remaining competitors sailed each other once with the highest points deciding the placings. Overall there
were five flights scheduled for this stage of the competition.

Leading going into stage two were Sam Mckenzie from Royal Port Nicholson Yacht Club and Stephanie Doyle from the host club the
RPAYC who began the round robin on four points. Milly Bennett, RPAYC and Sam Ellis, Gosford Sailing Club were on the next rung on
three points whilst Jaidan Stevens, RSYS and Liam Bennett, RPAYC on equal two points.

McKenzie won all his five races to finish in fifth whilst Doyle won three and lost two to McKenzie and Sam Ellis. She finished sixth with Ellis
in seventh one point behind. Milly Bennett and Jaidan Stevens both had two wins today to finish eighth and ninth respectively with Milly's
brother Liam finishing in tenth position.

Knowing that so many Pittwater residents and
tourists have come to love the 'summer” art exhibition each January,
three local arfists — Meredith Rasdall, Cindy Goode Milman and
Liezel Botes — booked the full gym and small room space and put
together an exhibition called Artspot, thus ensuring the continuation
of a show between the gap year of Arizpace.

Artspot’s goal is to provide a space which compliments the
community and provides a key element in the Pittwater Cultural plan
of "showcasing professional local artists™. This exhibition directly
provides a wonderful opportunity for professional and established
artists to stage an art exhibition which not only compliments
Artzpace’s focus on emerging but provides a platform for Artzpace
artists to also graduate to.

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Bloodshot premiere

It's an unusual combination in a serious political documentary.

But Bloodshot - which gets its Sydney premiere at Avalon’s cinema on Tuesday December 4 - is both a dramatic tear-inducing love story
and an emotional re-examination of a massacre which shaped the fate of an entire country.

Certainly the charity screening is a huge coup for the Northern Beaches - and due entirely to the special relationship forged over the past
three years between the people of Pittwater and the residents of Soibada, a historic community in the Timorese highlands that is a cradle
of national independence.

Hosted by Pittwater Friends of Soibada, the evening will begin with a performance by one of Timor Leste’s leading dance troupes and will
conclude with a question and answer session with Peter A Gordon, the award-winning British documentary film maker.

Such a premiere is bound to attract considerable interest outside the Marthern Beaches. Tickets are available for $20 at the door, thanks
tto the support of United Cinema’s owner, Roy Mustaca.

The genesis of this new documentary began more than 20 years ago on the other side of the world. Gordon, then working for Yorkshire
Television, was listening to the radio while driving to work when he heard a plea from an Australian woman, Shirley Shackleton.

She was seeking justice for the murder of her husband, Greg - one of the so-called "Balibo Five™ Australian television journalists who were
killed in 1975 as Indonesian troops began the invasion into what was then the Portuguese colony of East Timor.

Like most Britons, Gordon had never heard of the Balibo Five, or even East Timor particularly. But he was so taken by the tragedy Shirley
Shackleton revealed that he managed to convince his hard-nosed bosses to finance an undercover film crew into East Timor, for first time
since 19735,

| couldn’t believe the story (Shirley Shackleton) was telling,” Gordon explains from England. "l went to see her the day after the radio
broadcast and decided that | wanted to make a film.

It was 1991 by the time Gordon and his hand-picked crew gathered together in secret in East Timor after various journeys into Indonesia’s
forbidden "27th province™. Apart from Gordon, there were two lead characters in the film crew.

Fhotographer, Max Stalh, was a former BBC children’s TV host who had become a gung-ho war cameraman with a reputation for covering
the world's most dangerous conflict zones.

The translator/fixit person was a bit more of a gamble on Gordon’s part. She was young, attractive and elegantly dressed. What convinced
the veteran TV producer that 22 year old Kirsty Sword would be the right person to take on such a dangerous mission?

“I first met Kirsty in early 1991 in Oxford where she was working,” Gordon recalls, adding that she spoke both Portuguese and Indonesian,
the two required languages, and had visited Timor before. But there was a third factor.

“She was a woman and could give our crew a different dynamic. It would have looked suspicious to have three or four men travelling round
the island together. With a woman we would be less conspicuous,” says Gordon.

“She was obwiously intelligent, calm and committed. If we were off filming something contentious, she'd be able to distract the
Indonesians.”

In the film, Stahl confirms how he'd pretend to be filming "the model” Kirsty but would in reality be focussing on something happening in the
background which would have aroused the wrath of the military if they had realised.

The protest on Movember 12, 1991 at 5anta Cruz cemetery happened on the last day of filming. Until then, everything had been filmed
secretly. But the crew knew their cover would be blown when Stahl began shooting in the middle of the protesters.

A few days earlier, the Indonesians had killed a young Timorese man who had been buried in the cemetery. Now his countrymen were
gathering to show their disgust at his death. No-one was expecting an indiscriminate massacre. Yet the Indonesians not only began firing
bullets at random, they used their bayonets to kill children and forced captives to drink poison.

Al least 200 Timorese were slaughtered that day - including a young man who was a New Zealand citizen. The Indonesian officers who
planned the massacre expected to get away with it, as they had got away with many similar massacres since the invasion. But they
reckoned without Stahl’s heroism: he carried on filming from the middle of the cemetery as the dead piled up around him.

In Bloodshot, Stahl relives the chilling moment when an Indonesian soldier spotted his camera rolling and ordered him to “surrender”.
Instead, he buried his film beneath one of the graves - returning in the middle of the night to retrieve it

VWhen Stahl's footage of the massacre was released to the world’s media once the crew were all safely out of Indonesia, it became
headline news around the glove. For the first time since the invasion, there was proof of the atrocities which the Timorese resistance had
been claiming for years.

Both Xanana Gusmao (then the guerilla leader, now Timor Leste’s prime minister) and Jose Ramos-Horta (then the Timorese
representative at the United Nations, and until recently Timor Leste’s president) figure heavily in Bloodshot, crediting Stahl's footage with
changing the course of their country’s emergence as an independent nation.

Max Stahl eventually settled in Timor Leste where he continues to document the childhood years of one of the world’'s youngest
democracies. But it is Kirsty Sword’s story which gives Bloodshot its human heart.

After Gardaon’s original film was finished in 1991, the 22 yvear old Australian became increasingly involved in the secret activities of the
Timarese guerilla resistance, taking tremendous personal risks for a cause she believed in. Simultaneously she fell in love with the
handsome, charismatic Xanana who was imprisoned in Jakarta after being captured in 1992

They eventually married and have three young sons. But in Bloodshat, both Xanana and Kirsty Sword-Gusmao speak candidly about their
clandestine love affair and the sacrifices each has made along the way.

As Kirsty explains movingly to the camera, both she and her husband have surrendered personal happiness for what she calls “something
a bit bigger'. It is a fascinating and rare glimpse into a political marriage.

And, for this reviewer at least, it elevates Gordon’s documentary into a different dimension. Mot content with “simply” being a magnificent
examination of how one cameraman’s bravery changed the fate of a nation, Bloodshot brilliantly dissects the human qualities and frailties
of unassuming individuals caught up in a real-life story of Homeric proportions.

Although only a small Boat Show compared to others we have
aftended the impetus and cutting edge technology represented,
seen altogether first in Pittwater, is an indicafion of a shift in this
industry and how much our community contributes to the
advancement of everything marine by investing in Australia’s
boating capital. We list here all information supplied by these
innovative industry leaders for your reference in case you didn't get
an opportunity to look for yourselves.

FUEL CELL AND HYDRO GENERATORS

Innovative technologies that make on-board electricity without
noise, fumes or fossil fuel were on display. Patrick Boutonnet is a
Sydney sailor who knows Australian yachties want to see the latest
advancements in generator design, as used by Globe Vendee
Round the Warld ocean racers, Trans-Atlantic race yachts and
other "hot shot’” sailing boats. He started Ynovex to meet that need.

The Wati&Sea hyvdrogenerator is like a tfransom mounted electric
outboard in reverse, with extremely efficient blade design to harvest
the maximum power with the minimum drag, from speeds as low as
3 knots. These have become the de facto standard on the Class 40
and Open 60 racing yachts.

The Efoy fuel cell generator is an eco-friendly constant source of 12
volt power, at nearly 9 amps. They are extremely quiet, lightweight,
maintenance free, and can fit into very tight spaces. Using methanol
as the source, its outputs are electricity and water. These are
commonly used on Mini 5.5, and also often found on Class 40 and
Open 60 racing yachts. These devices solve problems that other
generators cannot, and will be on working display at the Eco Boat
Show.

GREENLINE 33 LUXURY SOLAR HYBRID CRUISER

Sydney company eYachts displayed the ground-breaking Greenling
33 solar-hybrid motor cruiser at the Bayview Eco Boat Show. This
vesse|l was the most talked about” at this year's Sydney Boat
Show, and has been awarded 18 International Boat of the Year and
Environmental Awards.

The world’s first production hybrid cruiser, the Greenline 33 has a
truly hybrid drivetrain, powered by either a 1.4kW photovoltaic
array, or a 150kW diesel engine, all designed and manufactured as
an integrated unit specifically for this application, by Volkswagen.

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The RPAYC Teach Over 600 Children
How To Sail Each Year.

For many, getting their children or grandchildren into the sport
they love sits high on the list of priorities. For sailors this
generally starts at a young age onboard a family or friends yacht.
However the times comes, usually at about the age of 7, where
kids need to take the step and learn to sail through one of the
Club’s programs. In years gone by Mum, Dad or Grandparents
took on the role of instructor and bought a Manly Junior or Sabot.
In recent years junior sailing has been revolutionised by the
increase in professional instructors and introduction of the
Optimist dinghy to Australia. The Royal Prince Alfred Yacht Club
took a leading role in the adoption of this boat, the most sailed
junior boat in the world.

The changes taken place have seen the Club program move to a
professionally delivered, nationally based course. For many years
Yachting Australia have used the "Get into Small Boat

Sailing” (GISBS) program as their primary dinghy learn to sail.
Clubs around Australia have adapted the program’s syllabus to
suit their clubs needs. RPAYC has been doing this for many
vears and this program is still the foundation for the majority of
sail training.

Children at different stages in their development learn very
differently. With this in mind a national learn to sail program was
established by Yachting Australia which goes by the name of
Tackers. Tackers is aimed at children aged 12 and under, mixing
learn to sail with fun games.

RPAYC has a couple of key programs for getting youngsters
interested in sailing. The largest of these programs is the
3chool Holiday Learn to Sail Camps, running during the
October, Summer and Easter school holidays. The second
of RPAYC’s programs is the Tackers learn to sail program run on
Sundays during school terms. Learning is just one aspect of the
children’s programs at RPAYC. Experienced instructors work to
create a fun and safe environment allowing the opportunity to feel
comfortable. With this, established learning comes easily.

Learning to sail is an activity many children undertake as a
holiday activity. Holidays are the perfect opportunity for children
aged 7 - 14 to get out on the water. Sailing is an active and
healthy holiday option for many families. Sailing during school
holidays is an undertaking children can do on their own or with a
group of friends, the program looks to tailor itself to different
situations. Variety is offered to participants through the use of the
different training boats at the disposal of RPAYC. Optimist,
Pacers and Hobie Waves allow children to learn and experience
sailing across various platforms.

In addition to the Holiday program the very successful Tackers
program aims to provide a course tailored to the needs of
younger sailors. Tackers was designed to use the rotor moulded
plastic Optimist as the training tool. These boats are easy to sail
and almost indestructible. Furthermore, it allows for the
continuation from learn to sail into the fibreglass optimist, the
continued pathway for young sailors. Tackers is a 3 stage course;
starting with Tackers 1 for beginners, with staged development
through to Tackers 3 which is about getting kids ready to move
into their own boats and ready for centreboard green fleet fraining
and racing.

At the completion of RPAYC’s learn to sail programs families
need to look to purchase a fibreglass optimist for their budding
yvoung sailor. For many families this is a large and daunting step.
With this in mind the Green Fleet, an optimist concept for sailors
just starting in racing, assists the parents as much as it does the
sailors themselves. Green Fleet training, a session on Sunday
marnings before club racing, gives the sailors a basic introduction
to racing and integrates them into the Club environment.
Additionally, parents are introduced into the RPAYC culture and
given an opportunity to have their various questions answered.

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Elvina Bay Summer Welcoming

Alison McDougall was an actress,
musician and writer. Although
engaged in 1930 while in Canberra
to an actor who formed part of the
group she too was a member of,
the Canberra Society of Arts and
Literature, Alison McDougall does
not appear to have married, the
roles’ for women during these
decades being fairly black and
white. An aftendee of the Feminist
Club in Sydney in 1925, her first
story was published when she was
nine years old. Her first book "Gnt’
was published in serial form in The
Bulletin. Further books were
praised for ‘breaking new ground’
by some critics while others, usually
male, claimed they were
‘sentimental’ and that she lacked
‘maturity or dispassionate insight”.

Mevertheless many of her works were best sellers in their time.
During 1946 she worked as a script writer for the ABC on 'The Q
Story” and travelled Australia seeking pioneers and their stories
before they and their insights and experiences departed our
landscapes.

In the summer of 1937-38 she stayed at Elvina Bay, Pittwater and
wrote of her Summer experience here. As we farewell our first
month of celebrating Pittwater Ferries in our History page with the
Elvina/Falcon we also welcome Summer with a tribute from one of
the bays that formed part of her run from one of those who was a
Summer resident;

SUMMER SCENE On Pittwater.

The sombre hills brood over the water, unchanged since the
beginning of things. Tall trees stand to watch their reflection tremble
in the deep water, all the ground beneath them scattered with
particles of lavender and greybark. Their newly discovered trunks
are white as milk, or fawn, or rich rust-red, and smooth as flesh-
smooth and cool.

In the little, undiscovered bays the shadowed water Ups gently
against rocks, against a nm of pale sand. Beyond are gullies, rocky,
cool, and damp, where water has made a course for itself down the
hill-side. The trees in these gullies are big and gnarled, twined
fantastically with long rope thick vines that strive to join them to each
other, and great tree-ferns and palms strain upward ta the light.

On the rocky escarpments that crown the hills grow Christmas bells,
flannel flowers, Christmas bush. The bells flaunt their bright colours
on a ledge covered with thick green moss, just below the sheer rock
face. Some-where a hidden waterfall chuckles, and moisture drips
continually down the rocks and over the moss and flowers. Like an
accompaniment to the still heat that never ceasing buzz of the
cicadas haunts the valleys and the hillsides.

The water is all a dazzle of bright sun and white sails and rowing-
boats with the drops falling diamond bright from oar blades.

L aughter, voices calling, flash of colours, tanned shoulders moving
rhythmically, a little boat scudding before a puff of wind like a
drunken butterfly.

Smoke is going up from picnicker's fires; the little waterside
cottages are gay with coloured towels and bathing things.

Evening comes almost reluctantly, touching water and hills to a
study in pastels. The water Is so still that it is possible to feather
oars with a whisper of flat blades along the surface. On the narrow
grey wooden wharves parties are fishing. The chorus of the cicadas

Is muted, but scents hang in the still air scents of gum and seaweed.

Night -dark, cool, quietly moving. In its movement the quality of a
symphony; branches stirring, clouds moving quietly in a wan sky,
soft movement of the water against the shore, the air blowing cool
on hot faces-bringing regret for the day gone, promise for the
MOrrow.
